Example paragraph:

The idea that “imagination is more important than knowledge” sounds nice, but isn’t
true. For example, you can have an expansive imagination, but do nothing with it. A
person sitting on their couch imagining stories and ideas is pointless if there is no action
taken in response to those imaginings. It is through knowledge of the world and the
understanding of how things work where ideas come to fruition. For example, your
imagination can produce dazzling stories, but without the knowledge of how to present
those ideas on paper via writing, or how to produce a film to convey those concepts-you
have nothing. In short, imagination is a great thing, but it needs to be used in tandem
with knowledge in order to produce anything tangible and valuable.
