Should students be allowed to have phones in class?

Is playing video games good or bad for you?

Should schools start later in the morning?

Should animals be kept in zoos?

Is social media harmful to kids?

Are professional athletes paid too much?

Should schools get rid of grades?

Should there be limits on screen time for kids?

Is it better to read a book or watch the movie version?
