Sentence 5: Use alliteration 

Sentence 6:  Include ONE of the following reptiles: iguana, python, alligator, chameleon.

Sentence 7:  Write exactly 12 words.

Sentence 8:  Include a duck.

Sentences 9 and 10: Wrap up the story by revealing a secret.

Sentence 2: Nearby, a walrus rests on the shore, its massive body like a heavy rock.

Sentence 5: The mountain goat gracefully galloped to get a better view.

Sentence 6: An iguana watches from a sun-drenched rock, unmoving yet alert.

Sentence 7: “I wonder why the mountain goat is so happy?” The iguana questions.

Sentence 8: A curious duck then waddles by, quacking loudly.

Sentence 9: The mountain goat turns around quickly.

Sentence 10: He has a secret: he wishes he could be a duck.
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
