
Your challenge is to write an exciting 10-sentence story about a dragon. Follow these steps to

help build your story.

Sentence 1: Introduce your main character. Who are they, and where are they? (A kid in a forest?

A knight in a castle? A lost cat in the mountains?)

Sentence 2: Describe the moment they first see or hear the dragon. Is there a loud roar? A giant

shadow? Glowing eyes in the dark?

Sentence 3: Show how the character reacts. Are they scared, excited, or curious? What do they

do?

Sentence 4: Describe the dragon in an interesting way. What color are its scales? Does it have

huge wings, sharp claws, or glowing eyes?

Sentence 5: The dragon does something surprising! Maybe it speaks, sneezes fire, or brings the

character a gift.

Sentence 6: The character must make a quick decision. Do they run, hide, talk to the dragon, or

try something else?

Sentence 7: The dragon responds in a surprising way. Maybe it laughs, asks for help, or

challenges the character to a race.

Sentence 8: A problem appears. Is there danger? A misunderstanding? A challenge they must

solve together?

Sentence 9: The character and dragon find a way to fix the problem. How do they work

together?

Sentence 10: End with a twist or lesson. Does the dragon become their friend? Do they learn

something important? Or does something funny happen?
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
