must follow these specific guidelines for each sentence:

Sentence 1: Include an eating utensil (e.g. knife, spoon, chopsticks, fork).

Sentence 3: Include a musical instrument (e.g. guitar, violin, piano).

Sentence 4: Include a country (e.g. France, Kenya, Japan, Spain).

Sentence 5: Include a question.

Sentence 6: Include slang (e.g., bruh, cap, drip, lit)

Sentence 7: Begin with “Without warning,...”

Sentence 8:  Write exactly 3 words.

Sentence 9: Include alliteration.

Alliteration is the repetition of the same initial consonant sound in two or more nearby

words. Example: Bright blue butterflies fluttered beautifully.

Sentence 10: Include a duck, princess, whale or cowboy.
