
Top Secret Mission: Agent Training for Young Recruits
Agent, you have been chosen for a top-secret mission. Your success depends on your ability to

follow every instruction with care.

1) Identify Yourself: Write your first name neatly in the top left corner of your paper. This will

serve as your official agent tag.

3) Stealth Test: Using your pencil, draw a small circle in the top right corner of your page. The

circle should be no larger than a penny.
