
Sentence 1: Introduce your main character. Who are they, and where are they? (A curious kid in a

library? A bored teen in their backyard? A cat on a rainy rooftop?)

Sentence 2: Describe the moment they discover the portal. Is it glowing? Hidden behind a tree?

Inside an old book?

Sentence 3: Show how the character reacts. Are they nervous, excited, or confused? What do

they do next?

Sentence 4: Describe the world on the other side of the portal. Is it colorful and magical? Dark

and stormy? Full of strange creatures?

Sentence 5: Something surprising happens in the new world. Maybe a creature speaks, a plant

moves, or time is frozen?

Sentence 6: The character must make a quick decision. Do they explore, turn back, call for help,

or touch something they shouldn't?

Sentence 7: The world or someone in it responds in a surprising way. Do the trees talk back?

Does the ground change shape?

Sentence 8: A problem appears. Is the portal closing? Is something lost or stolen? Is there a

magical rule they broke?

Sentence 9: The character finds a way to solve the problem. Who or what helps them? What

clever idea do they have?

Sentence 10: End with a twist or a lesson. Do they make it home? Do they bring something

magical back? Or do they choose to stay?
