Sentence 1: Use one word.

Sentence 4:  Use between 7 and 10 words.

Sentence 5: Include a food.

Sentence 6: Include dialogue.

Sentence 7: Use exactly 3 words.

Sentence 8:  Begin the sentence with “Despite” and use at least 10 words.

Sentence 9: Use between 2 and 5 words.

Sentence 10: Finish your story with exactly 10 words.
