Instructions:

Choose a Teacher:

Create a Story World:

Place your teacher in a fictional setting — this could be a magical realm, a futuristic city, a spy
thriller, or even a zombie apocalypse. Be as imaginative as you want.

Give Them a Role:

Is your teacher a superhero? A secret agent? The chosen one to save the galaxy? Or maybe
they're just trying to survive a day where every student suddenly has magical powers.

Include a Student Character:

Include a fictional version of yourself or another student who plays a role in the story. What’s
your relationship with the teacher?
