When you write your reflection, let the following questions guide you. Remember, reflections
teach you how to "stretch" your thinking. The purpose of writing a reflection is to "spill" ideas on
paper and see if anything sticks. Don't overthink the process, just write.

What ideas surprised you?
Which ideas do you agree with?
Which ideas do you disagree with?
Which concepts do you want to learn more about?
Did anything confuse you?
