
Sentence 1: Start your story with this line: “I couldn’t believe my eyes when…”

Sentence 2: Describe where the sound came from using a prepositional phrase.

(Examples: from behind the bushes, from under the old tree, from inside the cave, from above

the clouds, from across the river)

Sentence 3: Use two adjectives to describe what your character sees.

Sentence 4: Add a feeling word (e.g., nervous, excited, amazed).

Sentence 5: Include a line of dialogue. 

Example: “Did anyone else hear that?” she whispered.)

Sentence 6: Use onomatopoeia — a word that imitates a sound.

(Examples: thud, creak, bang, whisper, hiss)

Sentence 7: Use one strong action verb from this list: sprint, dash, race, dart.

Sentence 8: Add an adverb to show how the action happens.

(Examples: quickly, quietly, suddenly, carefully)

Sentence 9: Write a sentence that includes the word “because.”

Sentence 10: End your story with a surprise or twist ending.
