Sentence 9: Mention someone who helped, supported, or inspired you this semester.
Example: My science teacher encouraged me to keep pushing even when | doubted myself.
Sentence 10: End with a reflection or a hope for next semester.

Example: Next semester, | hope to challenge myself even more and stay confident along the

way. . .
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
